“Lightsaber Maintenance Squad”

1. Intro screen fades to black, transitions to a close-up of the back of Nathan’s black laptop.

2. Camera zooms out, showing Nathan seated in the easy chair.
3. Camera rotates to a side-shot of the chair, positioned even with the arm rest.
4. Daniel (rather, his cloak), moves between the camera and the arm chair.
5. The cloak moves away from the chair, revealing Nathan holding a lightsaber.
6. Camera rotates to a front side shot of Nathan, while he attempts to activate the lightsaber.
7. Camera zooms into the lightsaber, showing that it merely flickers instead of igniting.
8. Camera zooms out and rotates to the opposite side of the chair, while Nathan reaches for a USB cable.
9. Camera zooms to the lightsaber and the laptop, respectively, as he plugs the cable into each.
10. Camera rotates behind the chair, looking at the screen, as Nathan loads his lightsaber diagnostics utility

11. Camera switches to a split-screen, showing a close-up of Nathan’s face and the screen
12. (application effects will be added in post production, so Nathan just types randomly for several seconds)

13. Split screen dissolves, as the camera zooms to the cable, which pulses as data is uploaded.
14. Camera does a 180-degree rotation to behind and below the screen, so only Nathan’s hair is showing.

15. Nathan activates the lightsaber, which only activates half-way, appearing just above the screen.
16. Camera rotates upward just in time to see Nathan whacking the side of the saber

17. Camera backs up to show the saber extending to about six feet

18. Camera zooms in and rotates to the side as Nathan deactivates the lightsaber

19. Camera follows Nathan’s actions as he holds the saber up to his eye and tightens something
20. Camera rotates to a top-down view of the arm chair, as Nathan activates the saber
21. The saber extends to the proper length, and with a victorious swipe, Nathan accidentally severs his computer screen in half.
